June 26, 2014


A Regular Session Meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allendale was held in the Municipal Building, 500 West Crescent Avenue, Allendale, NJ on June 26, 2014. The meeting was called to order at 8:13 p.m. by Mayor Barra who announced that the requirements of the Open Public Meetings Act were met by the required posting and notice of publications.

Mayor Barra indicated that this would be a different kind of meeting in that a young Allendale resident, Tyler Pennington, would assume the position of Mayor for the evening and conduct business as Chairman of the meeting.

Ordinances for Second Reading and Public Hearing
Mr. Casais read the following Ordinance into the record by title:

ORDINANCE 14—12
AN ORDINANCE TO MANDATE DIRECT DEPOSIT FOR MUNICIPAL EMPLOYEES BY THE BOROUGH OF ALLENDALE PURSUANT TO C.52:14-15f et. seq.

Whereas, P.L. 2013 c. 28, authorizes local governments to mandate direct deposit for certain governmental employees effective July 1, 2014; and, 

Whereas, P.L. 2013 c. 28 permits governing bodies to grant exemptions on such terms and conditions as they deem necessary. 

Now, Therefore, Be It Ordained, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allendale, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey according to the following: 

SECTION 1: All full time employees and elected public officials who receive compensation from the Borough of Allendale are mandated to have direct deposit of their compensation as of July 1, 2014 in accordance with Chapter 28 P.L. 2013, as defined under C.52:14-15f (b). 
SECTION 2: Seasonal and temporary employees who are employed by the Borough of Allendale are exempt from the direct deposit mandate. 

SECTION 3: Municipal employees may request, in writing, an exemption from the direct deposit mandate to the Borough of Allendale’s Chief Financial Officer. Such requests will be presented to the Borough of Allendale’s Governing Body within 30 days. The Borough of Allendale’s Governing Body may grant such an exemption by resolution and only for good cause. 

SECTION 4: If any Section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the Section, paragraph subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 

SECTION 5: All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency. 

SECTION 6: This Ordinance shall take effect immediately after final passage and publication in the 
manner provided by law.

Whereas, the tax payers, Allendale Properties, LLC appealed the assessment levied on the subject property for the years 2012, 2013 and 2014; and

Whereas, the appraiser and the assessor have agreed to compromise the appeal on the following terms: for the tax year 2012 the assessment will be reduced from 1,341,200 to $1,191,200; for the tax year 2013 the assessment will be reduced to $1,041,200; for the tax year 2014 the Tax Court Complaint will be withdrawn, however a county board petition has been filed which is scheduled for a hearing in June; and

Whereas, there are sufficient funds available in the reserve for tax appeals account to satisfy the tax refund; and

Whereas, the assessor is of the opinion that the valuation of the subject property is consistent with true value of the property.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allendale, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey that the proposed settlement for the tax appeal encaptioned Allendale Properties, LLC v.
