Work Session

Mayor and Council

June 26, 2014


A Work Session Meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allendale was called to order at 7:41 p.m. by Mayor Barra who announced that the requirements of the Open Public Meetings Act were met by the required posting and notice to publications.

The following individuals answered roll call: Councilmembers Bernstein, McSwiggan, Sasso, Wilczynski, and Mayor Barra. Councilman Strauch was absent and Councilwoman White joined the meeting at 7:50 p.m. Mr. Casais, Mr. Bole, and Ms. Mayer were also present.

Mayor Barra noted that the Work Session would go somewhat out of order to allow the Fire Chief and Assistant Chief to do a brief presentation with regard to the new Pumper Truck that the Borough is going to purchase and acquire in the next year.

Assistant Chief Tom Smith stated that the apparatus that is being replaced is a 1989 Pierce Fire Pumper Truck. He explained the need for a replacement as multiple deficiencies and chronic and costly repairs that are needed conducted on the current truck.

Assistant Chief Smith indicated that the department looked into refurbishing the current truck. Current requirements on Fire apparatus are such that if a department looks to refurbish as opposed to replace with new, the refurbished vehicle must be up to the most recent standard and requirements. Therefore it was found that the costs associated with doing a refurbishment would have been economically inefficient.

The current plan is to sell or donate the current truck based on what the market dictates.

It was explained that the Houston-Galveston Co-Op was used because the ultimate pricing was better that going out to bid or utilizing the New Jersey State Contracts.
Both Councilman Bernstein as head of the Public Safety Committee and Mayor Barra extended their thanks to Chief Shute, Assistant Chief Smith, and all of the officers of the Allendale Fire Department for their diligence and follow-up through the research process in acquiring a new Fire Truck.
