$1,857,900 to $1,750,000; and

WHEREAS, the Plaintiffs have agreed to take a credit for a portion of the refund that would
be due for the tax year 2015 and there are sufficient funds available in the reserve for tax appeals
account to satisfy the tax refund for the tax years 2013 and 2014; and

WHEREAS, the assessor is of the opinion that the valuation of the subject properties are
consistent with true value of the properties.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of
Allendale, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey that:

WHEREAS, Dr. Burchell became ill and has been unable to complete the obligations under
the Research Agreement as set forth in the MSSDA; and

WHEREAS, as a result, Rutgers University has exercised its right to terminate the Research
Agreement as permitted under its terms; and

WHEREAS, the MSSDA requires modification to allow the members to retain one or more
alternative experts, consultants and/or other professionals for the Litigation; and

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WHEREAS, an Amendment to the MSSDA (“Amendment”) has been prepared to effectuate
the modification; an

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale recognizes that the Litigation
requires immediate action and may require further expedited actions by its counsel determined to
be necessary and appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale has determined that it is in the
best interests of the citizens of the Borough to approve the Amendment, and/or to affirm and ratify
the Amendment, and to authorize the Borough’s designated counsel, Raymond R. Wiss, Esq.,
(hereinafter “designated counsel”) to take actions on behalf of the municipality with regard to the
multiplicity of issues raised and associated with the continued implementation of the MSSDA;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale, as
follows:

1. The terms and conditions of the Amendment to MSSDA attached hereto are hereby approved,
and/or ratified and confirmed.

2. The Mayor and Borough Clerk or Deputy Clerk, be and are hereby authorized to execute the
aforesaid Amendment.

3. The Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale hereby authorizes Jeffrey R. Surenian,
Esq., to execute an agreement on behalf of the Borough with Econsult Solutions, Inc. for
expert services in connection with the Litigation.

The Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale hereby authorizes Jeffrey R. Surenian,
Esq., to execute on behalf of the Borough with the approval of the Borough’s designated
counsel such other agreement(s) as are advisable to effectuate the purposes of the MSSDA as
amended.

4. The Borough Council of the Borough of Allendale further authorizes its designated counsel to
approve such other changes to the MSSDA as may be necessary to effectuate its purposes,
and to take action on behalf of the Borough with regard to the multiplicity of issues raised
and associated with the implementation of the MSSDA provided that the action will not
require the Borough to appropriate and commit any additional funding for the MSSDA.

In the event such changes and actions require the Borough to appropriate and commit any
additional funding for the MSSDA, the Borough shall only be responsible for such funding if
it authorizes same.

5. If additional monies are needed to effectuate the intent and purpose of the MSSDA, no such
services shall be authorized by designated counsel without further action from the Borough.

Michael Allen and encouraging guidance from the Bishop, the Rt. Rev Mark Beckwith, and the Diocese, the construction
process has been completed.

Council Committee Reports and Comments
Councilman Sasso - Public Works

Councilman Sasso reported that the Public Works Committee met yesterday. He advised that they
will be working with GovDeals to auction off items that are no longer being used. He noted that the
Borough is battle ready for the snow.

Councilwoman Wilczynski — Facilities, Parks and Recreation

Councilwoman Wilczynski advised that Crestwood Lake had a great year as revenues were up and
the water quality was excellent. She commented that she has received great feedback from the
public regarding their experience at the lake as well as on the events that took place there. She
advised that a meeting took place to discuss improvements that can be made for next year.

The trees on W. Maple Avenue have been trimmed. The heating system in Borough Hall will be
checked on October 15, 2015. The firehouse and the Fire Chief’s office will be painted utilizing
services through the Bergen County Sheriff’s Department.

Mayor White thanked Councilwoman Wilczynski for her dedication to Crestwood Lake. She noted
that a lovely letter was received from a Wyckoff resident praising her experience at Crestwood Lake.

Councilwoman Homan - Public Safety

Councilwoman Homan advised that the Public Safety Committee met on September 18th. She
thanked Ron Kistner and the Police Department for continuing to work together. She also thanked
the Fire Department for the “Wetdown” as a great time was had by all who attended.

Councilman Strauch - Land Use and Construction Code

Councilman Strauch thanked Mayor White for her help in the hiring process for the new Acting
Technical Assistant and commented that the Borough is very fortunate to have found Ms. Geisler.
He noted that Tyler Yaccarino, who was recently appointed as a Clerk Typist, has committed to
working 12 to 15 hours weekly in the Building Department. The next meeting of this committee is
scheduled for October 19t at 8 a.m.

As a number of meters have not been read due to various issues such as not gaining
access to the home or the meter being frozen during the winter months, they are trying to catch up
with past billing. United Water has been asked to request phone numbers on their bills as it is
important to have this information in case of an emergency. The committee continues to work on
infrastructure improvements and billing.

Staff Reports:

Ray Wiss, Municipal Attorney, reviewed the items that had been approved on the agenda this
evening and noted that the Ride-Along Program involved the drafting of forms and waivers to ensure
that the Borough would not have liability. He advised that an item that is currently in progress is a
request from Crown Castle with regard to their lease agreement for a subtenant. He explained that
he has requested additional documentation as there are provisions in master lease that state that if
there is increased economic rent paid, the Borough is entitled to additional remunerations. Borough
Attorney Wiss further advised that he is working with Mayor White and the Borough Clerk on an
OPRA request that was submitted as well as working with the Mayor on a developer’s agreement. He
also noted that the contract for the ADA doors has been prepared, and with one additional
signature, the issue with the Fell House should be worked out.

Anne Dodd, Municipal Clerk, announced that the General Election will be taking place on Tuesday,
November 3rd and the deadline to register to vote for this election is Tuesday, October 13th. Her
office will be open until 9 pm for Late-Night Voter Registration on October 13th,

Councilwoman McSwiggan inquired as to the deadline for applications for a Vote by Mail Ballot.
Municipal Clerk Dodd responded that the application must be received 7 days prior to the election if
sent by mail but voters can submit their application in person up until 3 pm the day before the
election. She further advised that the ballot must be received by close of polls on Election Day.

George Scherb, Police Chief, and Ron Kistner, Administrative Officer/Director of Operations, both
reported that there has been progress in their respective departments.

Public Comment on any issue
No one came forward.
Adjournment:
There being no further business to come before the Mayor and Council, on a motion by Councilman
Strauch, second by Councilman Sasso, and unanimously carried, to adjourn this meeting. The
meeting was adjourned at 8:29 p.m.
